I'm sure
that the parents present then were so proud of their
children bringing so much happiness to all who
were around. Lovely little Bridget brought a round
of applause as she raised her certificate of recogni-
tion and set the tone for that lively afternoon. How
much does it cost? It's priceless.

According to a scientific study reported in TIME
magazine, happiness does not depend on material possessions,
although dire poverty does cause unhappiness. The study stated
that a moderate amount of possessions helps to make one happy,
but once a certain level 1s reached, the accumulation of more
does not add to happiness, but may even cause distress. Much
more important are relationships, caring for others, acceptance, a
readiness to forgive, and counting one's blessings.

I don't know who said 1t or who wrote it, but I could still vividly
picture one of our seminary professors quoting it: "True happi-
ness lies, not in knowing what we want and how to get it but in
knowing what we have and how to share it."

The exclusive
pursuit of material possessions prevents man's growth as a human
being and stands in opposition to his true grandeur. Avarice, in in-
dividuals and 1n nations, 1s the most obvious form of stultified
moral development."
